Overview: The Georgia High School Graduation Test in English Language Arts has
three components: Reading/Literature (47% of the test); Critical Thinking (37% of the
test); and Writing/Usage/Grammar (16% of the test). We have examined sample
questions in the Writing/Usage/Grammar category, as well as the standards for this
portion of the test. Based on this examination, we have made the following correlations.
